BROOKLYN - Cans of spray paint were found near the 

body of a 20-year-old graffiti artist who was struck and 

killed by a subway in Brooklyn in May, police said. 

The man, whose name wasnôt immediately released, was 

hit by a Manhattan-bound D train at the 59th St. station. 

Transit officials said the motorman tried to stop the train 

just after 5 a.m., but couldnôt bring it to a halt in time. 

Police withheld the manôs name pending notification of his 

family. He was found in a tunnel. It wasnôt immediately 

clear if the man had already vandalized the interior of the 

tunnel or was about to tag it. 

Service was stalled during the early part of the morning 

rush. Trains were diverted to the N line.  

QUEENS - About once a year Peter Vallone Jr seeks 

out publicity in his efforts as Queens top anti graffiti politician, 

now heôs attempting to ban fatcaps sales to people under the age 

of 21. Vallone is going to ban fatcap sales because of how    

wildly successful theyôve  been in stopping the sale of spray 

paint to kids under 21 in the city.   

LOS ANGELES - Notorious Los Angeles graffiti 

artist, Revok, was arrested at Los Angeles Interna-

tional Airport on April 21 on an outstanding war-

rant.  According to the L.A. Times, the graffiti art-

ist (real name: Jason Williams) was preparing to 

board a plane to Ireland when police took him into 

custody on Thursday morning.  The warrant had 

been issued for ñfailing to pay restitution to victims 

of previous vandalism crimes,ò said the paper.  

Revok is currently being held in the Los Angeles 

County Jail in lieu of $320,000 bail.  Authorities 

claim he is a member of the notorious graff crew, 

MSK (Mad Society Kings).
